Christianity is the most researched and controversial religion in the
world—and for a good reason. It promises eternal life with God
through Jesus.

It also promises judgment and accountability to God for those who
reject Jesus.

So, who’s forming your opinions? Whose opinions do you hold? In
today’s complex world, we have to rely on any number of experts, doc-
tors, lawyers, scientists and so on. It’s simply impossible to be expert in
all matters.

But Jesus is a man whose life is so extraordinary and his demands so
total, that it’s critical for everyone to be expert on his life and words.
